Tha'Nortn on February 1, and the South on Pebruary 5,
considered A,B. 39, the L,R.C. bill on Service on Unincorporated
Assocliations,

Both sections now obJect to permitting service on any member
of the assoclation unless an attempt ia first made to serve an
officer. They recommend section 2.1 be amended {B111, p. 2, 1, 16)
to 8dd "and If the president or other head of the association, a
vice-president, a secretary, general manager or a general partner
cannot after diligent search be found" immediately after the
phreae "corporations code".

Without this amendment, service could be made on any membe:
of the association even if an officer was immedintely avallsbhle,
It 18 felt that an attempt should be made to Berve a responsible
persgon of the assoclation before service he permitted on an
individual member.
