1. The Chairmen has suggested that the Commission review the
topics reported last year ag intended for future study (1955 Report,
rp. 33-40) to determine whether any of them should be selected Por immediate
study.

2. The Comnission may wish to coneider whether any of the toples
reported last year as selected for immediate study and refused approval
should be resubmitied this year. These are topics numbered 3, 10, 11, 13,
17, 18 and 21 in the 1955 Report {pp. 18-32).

3. The following Suggestions will be brought before the Commission
for consideration es topiles to be mdded to those selected for immediate
study: |
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L. The following recamendations of the Agenda Committee will
be presented:
That Suggestion No. 44 be not accepted.
That Suggestions 56 and 78 be referred to the Judicial Couneil
with the advice that the Commission will put Suggestion No. 56

on its agenda if the Judicial Council has no objection.

5. I suggest thet the Commission consider giving the Agenda
Committee authority, with the epproval of the Chairman, to add topics to the
calendar to be reported to the Legislature for spprovel if (a) the number
of topics approved by the Commission is insufficient {b) additional suiteble
C topics are found and (c) there will not be ancther meeting of the Coamission
