The last sweral. volume .. aw been indexed by Mrs. Margaret W~J 

Con:tiDu1ng Education of the Bar, who has indexed the _terial. on her tree 

time pursuant to a contract. Past contracts have provided campensationat 

approximately one dollar a page. 

The staff recommends that the CcmDis.s.1.ol:l awrove .. contract with 

Mrs. W~, the compeul!t'liion to be $800, which is based on one dollar a 

page for approximately 800 pages. (In our last indexing contract, we 

e&t1msted the number of pages at 450; too actual number of pages of text 

was 487.) Mrs. Wyman has pertOl'1lled satisfactorily in the past and 1 s far 

superior to our former indexers. We do not know t:If a.!2¥0De elM who would 

be willing and competent to do the job. We could not do the job with 

permanent staff.
