Our contract covers only payment of the consultant's travel 

expenses, subject to the same limitations and regulations that apply 

to state employees. The consultant receives no compensation for his 

services. 

We have a three year contract with Professor Halbach that expires 

on June 30, 1986. The amount of the contract is $1,000. We have now 

exhausted the $1,000, and in fact do not have enough to pay the 

consultant in full for his travel expenses for the last meeting. 

The staff requests that the Commission approve an addendum to the 

existing contract to add an additional $1,000 for travel expenses to 

cover the last meeting and the remainder of the 1985-86 fiscal year.
