e Transfer of a case based on a lack of subject matter jurisdiction (Code
Civ. Proc. § 396).

e Statutes made obsolete by implementation of the fiscal provisions of
the Trial Court Funding Act of 1985 (Gov’t Code §§ 16265-16265.7).

* Jurisdiction over a minor charged with certain motor vehicle offenses
(Veh. Code §§ 40200-40230, 40502; Welf. & Inst. Code § 603.5).
