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This tentative recomsendation is being distributed so that
interested persons will be advised of the Commission's tentative
conclusions and can make their views known to the Commission.

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TERTATIVE RECOMMENDATION
relating to
RONPROBATE TRANSFER TO A TRUSTEE
NAMED IR DECEDENT'S WILL

In 1970, the Legislature enacted provisions to permit insurance
and employee benefits to be paid at death directly to a trustee named
or to be named in the will of the policyholder or employee without
going through probate.l Before then, there was some question whether
the insurance proceeds or employee benefits had to go through probate.?

Thege proviaions would be more useful if they were broadened to
cover all types of nonprobate transfers made to a trust named or to be
named in a will, The Commission is informed that nonprobate transafers
at death, such as multiple-party bank accounts, are often made to an
existing inter vivos trust. Since the truat i1s already in existence,
there 18 no need for a will to establish the trust or to name a

For the beneficlary designation to be wvalid, it must be made in
accordance with the provisions of the insurance contract or employee
benefit plan or, in the absence of such provisions, as approved by the
insurer or administrator of the plan, Prob, Code § 6321. The
designation {is ineffective wmless the deaignator's will contains
provisions creating the trust, or makes a dispoaition valid under the
California Uniform Testamentary Additions to Trusta Act. Prob. Code §
6322, Failure to satisfy these requirements doea not invalidate an
othervise valid truast created in the will. The consequence of failure
to satisfy these requirements is that the benefite may have to go
through probate.

truetee, and the property passes directly to the trust without going
through probate.

But if the designated beneficlary is a trustee named or to be
named in a will and the designation 1s made in a type of nonprobate
tranefer not now covered by the statute, the proceeds or benefits may
have to go through probate, One of the main reasons for a nonprobate
transfer 1is to avold probate, Although the will 1itself must bhe
admitted to probate to establiah its wvalidity and to construe its
terms,3 there 18 mno need for the proceeds or benefits to pass through
probate simply because they are in a bank account, and are not
insurance proceeds or employee bemefits.

The Commiasion recommends that the existing provisiona for
insurance and employee benefitsa be expanded to apply to all types of
nonprobate transfers where the designated dJdeath beneficliary s a
trustee named or to he named in the will.
